Day 6 – Jan 18 | Spirit Breakout 

1. Lord, thank you again for the gift of your sweet Holy Spirit.  We fully embrace the

over our lives.  We repent of every sin and blasphemy against the Holy Spirit, and 
will not grieve the Holy Spirit in any away as to obstruct, question or doubt the

3. Lord, we receive an outpouring of your Spirit that overshadows (towers above) 

anything that would make us question the manifestation of God’s greater glory in 
our lives (Luke 1:35) 
 

4. Lord, we pray an outpouring of your Spirit over your church at large to bring freedom 
that delivers people from the power of sin to the place of sonship with the Father for 
the manifestation of God’s greater glory (2 Corinthians 3:16-17, Romans 6:7, 8:1-2, 
14-17, Luke 4:18-19, John 14:12-14) 

 
5. Lord, we receive an outpouring of living waters, prophecies, visions, dreams and 

their interpretations that puts us in position to manifest God’s greater glory here on 
earth as it is in heaven (Acts 2:17-18, John 7:37-39, 1 Corinthians 4:20) 

 
6. Lord, we receive an outpouring of your Spirit to stand as watchmen for revival and 

renewal of the spiritual face of our community (Ezekiel 3, Psalm 104:30b, Isaiah 
44:3) 
 

7. Lord, we receive an outpouring of your Spirit to be able ministers of the gospel of 
Christ operating in the gifts of the spirit as needed to establish God manifest great 
glory here on earth as it is in heaven (2 Corinthians 3:6, 1 Corinthians 12:4-11, 4:20, 
Acts 6:8-10) 

 
8. Lord, thank you for the righteousness, peace and joy that we will receive and radiate
